Absences -  You are required to get all information you were absent for quickly.  This can be done a variety of ways.  Videos, intervention, web, other students, or a copy of the notes.  Missing days does not excuse students from learning the material and taking assessments.  If you do not make a quick attempt to get the information you missed, a problem has been created.
